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The New York City Preliminary Budget contains changes to the University’s budget that cover the
current fiscal year (FY2005) and next fiscal year (FY2006).

FY2005

e The Preliminary Budget recommends City support for the community colleges of $146.4 million, an
increase of $1.8 million from the Adopted Budget. This includes:

o Increase of $847,000 for energy and fuel, which carries forward into FY2006.
o Increase of $898,000 for pensions.

o A $75,000 City Council Member item allocation to Queensborough Community College.

FY2006

e The FY2006 Preliminary Budget recommends City support for the community colleges of $133.8
million, which is $12.6 million less than the recommended FY2005 budget. The Preliminary
Budget includes increases of $4.8 million and decreases of $17.4 million, summarized below:

In addition to the above reductions in City support for the community colleges, the preliminary
budget includes the following actions:

Overall City support for CUNY in FY2006 is $151.5 million, a decrease of $34.7 million from the
FY2005 overall support of $186.2 million. This reduction is offset by a $3.0 million increase in
City support for pensions, which is funded outside of CUNY’s budget.
