	Operating Aid Reduction for Senior Colleges

	The Senate maintains the Executive’s reduction proposals, and recommends an additional reduction of $21.7 million for the Senior Colleges Operating Budget.  The Senate’s proposal specifically reduces $19.3 million from University-Wide Programs and $2.4 million from Central Administration. The Assembly made no changes to the Executive’s recommendations.

	The Executive proposed a $285 per FTE decrease in Community College Base Aid; the Senate resolution and Assembly budget bill both fully restore base aid funding to FY2010 levels.

	The Executive fully funded CUNY’s Budget Request need of $1.8 million.  The Assembly accepted this proposal.  The Senate proposes a 10% reduction to all Community College Rental Aid, resulting in a loss of $0.8 million.

	The Executive proposed that the CUNY Board of Trustees can authorize tuition rates increases up to 2.5% times the five year rolling average of HEPI. The Senate modified this cap to 1.5% times HEPI, and fully recognized the additional revenue that would be generated from the 2% tuition increase authorized by the Board for Fall 2011.  The Assembly did not accept the above proposal and did not recognize any additional tuition revenue from the 2% increase.  The Assembly bill included $12.2 million in additional revenue capacity for tuition increases of 10% in non-resident rates.

	The funding for this partnership between CUNY and the State Education Department’s Vocational and Educational Services for Individuals with Disabilities (VESID) was set to sunset in July 2010. Only the Senate proposal includes funding ($1.5 million) for this program.

	The Executive proposal included a decrease of $1.44 million in Federal Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (TANF) funding for CUNY’s Child Care Centers.  The Senate recommendation fully restores this funding. The Assembly budget bill calls for a partial restoration of $0.86 million.

	 The Senate proposal adds $0.7 million to Medgar Evers College to support the CUNY Law and Social Justice Program ($0.4 million) and the DuBois Bunche Center for Public Policy ($0.3 million)

	· The Assembly and Senate both eliminate the Executive proposal to reduce all TAP awards by $75, and also eliminate the Executive recommendation to increase academic standards for TAP eligibility.
· The Senate accepts the Executive recommendation to eliminate TAP eligibility for graduate students. This proposal was rejected by the Assembly.
· The Senate and the Assembly both accept the Executive recommendation to eliminate TAP for students in default of State or Federal loans.
· The Assembly accepted the Executive recommendation to create parity between public and private pension income in TAP award calculations.
·   The Senate recommendation and Assembly bill both sweep funding for the New York State Higher Education Loan Program (NYHELPs).  
	
	
	

	Public Higher Education Empowerment and Innovation Act 
	
	
	

	· The Assembly’s bill rejects the Higher Education Empowerment and Innovation Act, but the Assembly has publicly stated that these proposals can be taken up again outside of the budget process. 

· The Senate modifies the Executive proposal by allowing CUNY to charge differential tuition rates by program only for out-of-students and for graduate and professional degree programs. The Board of Trustees must promulgate guidelines by June 15, 2010 for any differential rates.

· The Senate also modified the Executive proposal by reducing the amount that the Board of Trustees can authorize tuition rates increases by, from 2.5% to 1.5% of the five year rolling average of HEPI.

· The Senate resolution adds language that requires an accounting mechanism for CUNY to provide need based aid to cover the TAP gap between future tuition increases and the maximum TAP awards.  

· The Senate revises the Executive proposal on procurement flexibility by allowing only the procurement of goods to be on a post-audit basis. The CUNY Construction Fund would also be allowed to move to post-audit.

· The Executive proposal to move tuition revenue “off-budget” was rejected by the Senate.

· The Executive recommendation that would require the CUNY Board of Trustees to establish a maximum percentage of out-of-state residents allowed was also rejected by the Senate.

· The Senate recommends a statutory change that allows CUNY to receive and retain all of their revenue from prospective tuition increases.
